32nd Queen Sirikit Cup – Asia-Pacific Ladies Invitational Golf Team Championship 
Venue: Hamilton Golf Course, St. Andrews, New Zealand

Date:  7th to 9th April 2010
The 32nd Queen Sirikit Cup Team Championship was hosted by New Zealand Golf. It was held at Hamilton Golf Club, St Andrews, founded in 1903. For this tournament, the course was set at 5,893 yards, Par 72.
This event was represented by 12 countries with the absence of Sri Lanka and Indonesia. There was also a delegate from the Brunei Ladies Golf Association, as an observer.
Singapore was represented by Joey Poh, Kok Jo Ee and Heng Su-Ann. The girls played well in the first round and were in 5th position, behind NZ, Australia, Korea and Taipei. Joey Poh carded 72, Jo Ee, 75 and Su-Ann, 76. 

However all 3 did not play well on the second day. The playing conditions were difficult as the winds were blowing hard and it was cold.  We were in the same flight with leader, NZ and India.  Singapore fell to 10th position after the 2nd day, followed by India in 11th and Malaysia, 12th position.
The final day started well with the girls playing much better than on the 2nd day.  Both Joey and Jo Ee were even par until they succumbed in the last 2 holes.  We could not move up on the leader board and hence remained in 10th position, 5 strokes behind Hong Kong.

The friendship was warm and sincere and the competition, keen but friendly. For the Singapore Team, it was a great learning experience at Hamilton, New Zealand.

It was the 4th time that NZ was hosting this event. The hosting of this annual event is on a rotational voluntary basis among the 14 affiliated nations.
The next QSC will be hosted by India at New Delhi, 9th to 11th March 2011.  A short slide show was presented by the Indian delegation. It is the practice for the next host country to give a brief presentation to keep all affiliated countries updated on the next QSC event.
Singapore will be hosting the QSC in 2012. The last one we hosted was in 1985.  

Chinese Taipei has offered to host this event in 2013.
